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Compliance Corner - Billing Hospital Observation Services

What is Outpatient Ob-
servation?

According to the Center for
Medicare and Medicaid Services
(CMS), observation care is a well
-defined set of specific, clinically
appropriate services, which in-
clude ongoing short-term treat-
ment, assessment, and reas-
sessment.

Observation services:

¢ Require a significant period of
treatment or monitoring in or-
der to make a decision con-
cerning patient admission or
discharge.

¢ Are covered only when provid-
ed by the order of a physician
or another individual author-
ized by State licensure law
and hospital staff bylaws to
admit patients to the hospital
or to order outpatient services.

¢ Must be reasonable and nec-
essary to be covered by Medi-
care and Medicaid.

Reporting Hours of Ob-
servation

# Observation time begins at the
clock time documented in the
patient’s medical record, which
coincides with the time that
observation care is initiated in
accordance with a physician’s
order. Providers may not begin
counting observation hours
until such time as an order for
observation is given.

¢ General standing orders for
observation services following
all outpatient surgery are not
recognized.

¢ Observation services should
not be billed concurrently with
diagnostic or therapeutic ser-
vices for which active monitor-

ing is a part of the procedure
(e.g., colonoscopy, chemo-
therapy).

¢ A hospital must deduct the
average length of time of the
interrupting procedure, from
the total duration of time that
the patient receives observa-
tion services.

¢ Observation time ends when
all medically necessary ser-
vices related to observation
care are completed.

Inpatient to Outpatient
Status Change

In some instances, patients are
admitted as hospital inpatients,
but upon review it is determined
that the patient does not meet
inpatient criteria.

¢ If the determination occurs
prior to discharge, and other
criteria are met, the status
may be changed to outpatient.

¢ If the criteria are not met, the
status must remain inpatient.

Only services provided per a
physician order can be billed on
the outpatient claim. Therefore,
providers may not begin count-
ing observation hours until such
time as an order for observation
is given.

Example: Patient A was admit-
ted at noon on Sunday. On
Monday afternoon it was deter-
mined that the patient did not
meet inpatient criteria, the physi-
cian concurred, and the status
was changed to outpatient. The
outpatient status is considered
to have begun at noon on Sun-
day. However, observation
hours cannot be billed until the
physician has written an order
for observation. If the order was
written at 2 p.m. on Monday, the

hospital would begin the observa-
tion hours at that time. Observa-
tion cannot be charged between
noon on Sunday and 2 p.m. on
Monday.

Furthermore, observation orders
must never be rolled back to the

date of admission.

Byrne and Per along with other
team members, began a multi-faceted food insecurity initiative 2t Nicklus
Children’s Hospital (NCH) called Food for Salud: Healthy Food for Healthy
Kidds. The initiative aims 1o transition families from food insecurity 1
nutrition security and includes three niain components: 1) Screen and Refer, 2)
Grow and Noarish, and 3} Innovate and Evaliuate

Food insecurity has adverse effects on child health. In Miami-Dade County,
18% of houscholds with children experienced food Insecurity in 2020,
exceeding the national rate.
